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The Tatmadaw government has taken power since 1988 promising to practice market-oriented 
economy and multi-party democracy. It swore to build in democracy step by step. 
 
 Every citizen should, therefore, have the right to participate in the development of free-
market economy and democracy. 
 
 In reality, however, those who are trying to achieve democracy are marginalized from 
others as political activists, and have consequently become victims of oppression against the free 
practice of their economic and social rights. 
 
 Those who belong to political parties which have been founded in accordance with the 
principle of multi-party democracy, those who are democracy and human rights activists, and 
those who belong to NGOs are deprived of freely exercising their businesses, and professional 
licensing. Or even worse, business registration of some activists is terminated in excuse of their 
involvement in politics. This means only those who have no involvement in politics can take 
advantage of those business opportunities. This shows the Tatmadaw government is breaking its 
own promises. 
 
 This is the violation of the rights of a citizen, and the violation of the international human 
rights charter that the Union of Myanmar has agreed to exercise. 
 
 We believe the Tatmadaw government should help and support all the citizens with equal 
rights and opportunities in their business and social functions with no regard to their political 
beliefs. Hence, we the 88 Generation Students, urge to terminate any form of oppression against 
the right to participate in the political and economic development of our nation in the future.
